Key Findings

 Clinton commanding lead over Trump (70/19)

 Immigration Candidate and Party Defining Issue in 2016
 Solidifies support for Clinton, chips away Republican support

 Spike in concern about anti-Latino/immigrant discrimination

 59% know undocumented immigrants

 Latino voters engaged, but direct outreach lags
 76% more important and 51% more enthused compared to 2012

 58% talk about election with friends/family several times a week

 Only 39% contacted to date
