Key Findings
-~ 5
o Clinton commanding lead over Trump across states.

o Immigration important in Senate race but little information
o “Don’t know” is majority response for Senate candidates on this issue
o Majority don'’t like Trump-endorsing candidates
o Voters prefer candidates who support DACA, DAPA, and path to citizenship

o Latino voters engaged, but direct outreach lags
o 76% more important and 51% more enthused compared to 2012
o 58% talk about election with friends/family several times a week
o 50% or more not contacted to date in competitive states
